Meeting Minutes

Becky Aldridge opened the meeting at 6:00 pm.  She announced that the Committee Chairperson position was filled by Chris Wickline.  Chris was unavailable during the meeting due to a work commitment.  
Vacant leadership positions that remain to be filled include:  Pack Committee Members, Membership/Registration Chairperson, Wolf Den Leader (Fall 07) and Assistant Wolf Den Leader (Fall 07).
Vacant “once a year” positions that need to be filled include:  Popcorn Sales (October 07) and Raingutter Regatta/Family Camp (August 07).
Becky distributed The Guide to Safe Scouting to the leaders.  The pack has two new scouts: one Wolf and one Bear.  Becky reminded leaders that boys may visit a den meeting one time and after that paperwork must be completed and turned in to the Membership/Registration Chairperson.  Becky also distributed the Spring 2007 Calendar.  
Becky informed the committee that although the District Dinner  was poorly attended, it was a great event.  She congratulated Scott Alvar and Natalie Kuehn for earning the “Scouter of the Year 2006 Awards”.
Scout Sunday was Sunday, March 11 at 11:00 am at the Prairie Rose Chapel.  Becky reported that it was a nice event; however, it would have been nice to see more scouts attend.  Three Religious Knot Awards were presented.
Candy Bar Sales will be held from March 12, 2007 – March 28, 2007.  Unsold candy bars and money should be turned in at the March 28, 2007 pack meeting.  The Pack has a booth at the BX on March 16 and April 6 and at the Commissary on March 24 and March 31.  Proceeds from Friday sales will go toward Pack expenses for Day Camp and Saturday sales will be divided amongst the scouts which worked the booth.  Becky reminded the leaders that military personnel may not approach co-workers at their places of work, but may set up the box of candy bars with a sign on their desk.  Maps of base housing will be distributed to scouts to ensure an equal opportunity of sales to all scouts.  After the first week of sales, then scouts may sell at their discretion.  Becky thanked Wes Breder for all his work in developing the new map routes.
The Scouting for Food Food Drive will be held March 22 and March 24.  Bags will be dropped off on the 22nd and picked up on the 24th.  This project will be a collaborative effort with the Boy Scouts.  The food will be dropped off at the Food Pantry on the 24th. 
The Scout Show will be held in conjunction with the Hands on Learning and Super Science Saturday on Saturday, April 14, 2007 from 10 am to 1 pm at the Gambucci Arena.  The pack will participate.   Natalie Kuehn and Tracy Walker will work together to develop a booth.
Leaders need to pick dates for the Summer Cub Camp.  April 25, 2007 is the deadline for Day Camp – registration and fees.
Natalie Kuehn presented an opportunity for the Pack to raise $1,000 via a fundraiser offered through Starbucks.  Essentially it includes paying each person involved $10/hour for a clean up project.  In order to submit the application, the Pack must provide its taxpayer identification number and 501(c) (3) determination.  Discussion followed regarding the Pack’s exempt status and identification number.  The Pack may be able to use the NLC; however, Tracy Walker will research the process to get a TIN and exempt determination letter.
